This average of 4.2 persons for the Negro Families of
Worcester is about the average for the country as a whole.
The figure which represents the family size for the whole
of the United States in 1920, is 4.3. The Negro family of
Worcester is, then, one-tenth of a person smaller than the
average family throughout the country.

In fact, by way of summary, we may say that the Negro
population of Worcester is an average population in nearly
every respect. The exceptions are the unusually low per-
centage of males to females and the low percentage of both
at the productive years. There are 84.4 males per hundred
females and this is less even than the sex ratio for the
state of Massachusetts as a whole which is notorious for
its excess of women. The number of widowed women accounts
for this to some degree but it is probable that the lack
of economic opportunity is the greater factor. Lack of
economic opportunity doubtless accounts also for the low

percentage of both men and women between the ages of 25
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
